REMINDERS FOR WEEKEND #2
A: You will need to have a complete 24-hour SAR pack for the second half of the class. A suggested gear list has already been provided to you during the first weekend of this class. If you have any questions on what you should include in your 24hr pack, please contact the Lead Instructor. 
B: The entire class will actively participate in the overnight Mock Search that will be held on Saturday night Oct 15th, 2011. Only your 24-hour pack will be used in the field. If the temperature is below 40 degrees (F), students will be permitted to use a bedroll. Please make sure to bring a bedroll with you to the second weekend if the weather forecast indicates a chance of temperatures below 40F. The Lead Instructor will make the final decision concerning the use of bedrolls before the Mock Search begins.
C: When preparing for the overnight Mock Search, it is strongly recommended that you bring extra clothing, gear or equipment with you to keep in your vehicle for use after the mock search. It is always better to have stuff with you and not need it, than to need it and not have it. 
D. NOTE THAT THE WRITTEN TEST WILL BE GIVEN BEFORE THE MOCK SEARCH. The test will not be graded until after the Mock Search. The written test is part of your final grade for the course. {Yes, you can pass the written test & still fail the course – see the Student Info Sheet for details}.
